Covenants and Restrictions:


Jim Mettlach explained the purpose of this committee and took down names of those needing copies.


Theresa Pawczuk mentioned the idea of allowing sheds in the subdivision.  The board agreed that a change to the Covenants and Restrictions on this topic should have input from everyone in the subdivision, since the change needs approval by a 2/3 vote.  It was suggested that before this is considered, Theresa should submit a design of a standard shed and the associated costs that could be distributed to homeowners for review, before the board would move forward on this request.


Some in attendance complained about excessive barking from dogs in the neighborhood, as well as the need to remind homeowners to clean-up after their dogs in a timely manner.  


Miscellaneous:


Todd Benner suggested that we set-up a host website for our subdivision under nowland_estates.org.  He estimated the cost at $25 to set-up the domain name, and an additional $10 per month to maintain.  Those in attendance thought we should pursue this idea.

Annual Meeting Minutes 


The annual meeting of the Nowland Homeowner’s Association was held on Wednesday, November 20, 2002, in the Parkview Room at the Summit on the Park from 7-9pm.  


Committee Discussions:


Landscaping


Robert Gaderick mentioned that the sprinklers were fixed in late summer along Sheldon, and that flowers were planted at the entrances.  Rob Garzaniti helped with both of these.  Jay Doyle also mentioned that our snow removal contract is handled by this committee and that we currently pay on a “per push” basis.


Jay raised concerns about the landscaping on the berms, and whether we should put down more mulch/rock or let the grass/weeds grow up to the trees and bushes.   Grant Brewer mentioned we could obtain mulch free from Ypsilanti Township as long as we had a means to pick it up.  Randy Giannini made the suggestion of hiring a landscape architect to help determine our best options.  Most homeowners in attendance thought we should keep the mulch maintained.


Todd Benner brought handouts to the meeting on the Township’s Tree Replacement Program.  Everyone thought it was a good idea to put a handout in each homeowner’s mailbox. 


Standing water and ice at the Nowland/Sheldon entrance was addressed.  Todd Benner mentioned he knew someone at his church who works for Wayne County, so he would try to get a contact person. 


Everyone thought the spring clean-up was a good idea and that we should continue it; but not to schedule it on either Mother’s Day or Memorial Day weekends.


Physical Plant:


Randy Giannini discussed the pumps stating they were in good working condition, and we currently have a maintenance check done twice a year (Spring and Fall).  “We may want to add a back-up pump pond at
